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No, a Driver CPC lasts for ve years. To qualify for a
further Driver CPC, you will need to complete 35 hours
of periodic training . If the end date passes without any
such training, then your Driver CPC will expire, and you
could face legal charges if you continue to drive in a
professional capacity.

The simple answer is no you cannot ignore Driver CPC.

If you are a bus, coach or lorry driver and you are not
covered by any exemptions you will need to take action.

DRIVER CERTIFICATE OF PROFESSIONAL COMPETENCE

\What are the exemptions?

Yo eed a Driver CPC if the vehicle you
drive

Not authorised to exceed 45 kph.

Being used by or under the instructions of

the armed forces, the police ora re and
rescue authority.

Undergoing road tests for technical development
repair or for maintenance purposes.

Being used in a state of emergency as part of a
rescue mission.

Being used for driving lessons for either driving
licence or Driver CPC purposes.

Not being used to carry passengers or goods
for commercial purposes.

Carrying materials or equipment for yourwork,
where driving is not your principal activ

This list is not necessarily exhaustive and IS only
intended as a guide. DVA recommend in all cases
where it is felt an exemption applies, the driver
seeks independent legal advice.
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There is no need to take any major action at the
present time. The purpose of this guide is to tell
you what Driver CPC is and that it is coming. More
detailed information will be produced by DVA in
time to help you understand Driver CPC and how
it will affect you and your circumstances.
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Keep your eyes and ears open for any coverage of
Driver CPC on the Radio, TV and in the press. If you
are based in Northern Ireland you can contact DVA on:
