® A valid Northern Ireland (both parts) or Great Britain driving licence for the class of vehicle in which you are going to be
tested. If you do not have an NI Driving Licence you should apply for a Duplicate using a DLI Application Form. Forms
available from DVA Licensing, Enquiries Section. Telephone number 0845 402 4000

@ |f your driving licence was issued outside NI and does not contain your photograph you will require additional photographic
evidence of identity. Any of these documents will do as long as it carries your name, photograph and signature: passport;
employer’s identity card; trade union card; cheque guarantee card; credit card. If you don't have any of these, you can bring a
photograph of yourself which you have signed and which has been endorsed and signed on the back by an‘Acceptable Person’,
For this purpose, acceptable people are defined as MPs, Justices of the Peace, Ministers of Religion, Barristers, Solicitors,
Teachers, Medical Practitioners, Bank Officials, District Council Councillors, Police Officers and Established Civil Servants.
Photographs must be endorsed as follows: ‘I, (name of acceptable person), certify that this is a true likeness of (your name),
who has been known to me for (X) years in my capacity as (specify capacity)!
